· The Bayview's revolutionary “clamp and trim technology” helps the window fit into almost any wall thickness.

· All Bayview windows have a stained-glass lamination option to add a touch of classic elegance in any installation.

· Galvanized steel hardware and 29 extrusions responsible for moving hinges on the inside of the window also prevents leaks.

· The windows can be ordered with tinted or clear glass.
